Purpose 
The purpose of this scholarship is to attract qualified persons into the construction industry in the Brazosport area.  This 
is a general scholarship application for funds covering approved Merit Shop Training, Inc. (MSTI) courses in construction 
trades at Brazosport College.  
 
Scholarship Availability Deadline:  The $1,000 scholarship is available for use for one (1) complete academic/calendar 
year, including summer and midwinter or mini-sessions.  Any and all portions of the monies unused during the 12-month 
academic year after the scholarship has been awarded will be returned by Brazosport College to ABC/MSTI. 
 
Selection Guidelines 
Two (2) scholarships in the amount of $1,000 each may be awarded to each participating high school based on available 
funding and qualified applicants.  Applications are evaluated on the following guidelines for each scholarship:   
 

1. Candidates must be a minimum of 17 years old, a graduating senior, and enroll in a minimum of one (1) 
construction trades class at Brazosport College. 

2. Candidates will be persons who have demonstrated an ability to be successful in the classroom.   
3. If applicable, persons applying for these scholarships should note all persons applying for industrial site work 

will be drug tested, background checked, and must complete safety training at the area contractor safety 
council prior to employment.    

4. Scholarships are to be used to cover the cost of tuition, fees, and books for training offered through Merit 
Shop Training, Inc. at Brazosport College in any of the following disciplines: 

 Any Industrial Craft Class (welding, millwright, electrical, HVAC, pipefitting, instrumentation, etc.) 

 Engineering Graphics and Design; Drafting 

 Estimating 

 Safety  

 Construction Management Education 
5. The names of persons receiving scholarships will be publicized to industrial owners and contractors for the 

purpose of giving these persons preferences in future employment needs.
